Sharing Your Independent Project:  A Technical Poster
Scientists in the real world often report their findings to the greater community by reporting their work through a technical poster.  As a scientist who designed and executed your own study, you will be reporting your findings in the same way.  
· You will be reporting your information in the typical scientific manner, as all scientists do:

Introduction

Materials and Methods

Results

Discussion

· You will do this using the technical poster template of your choice.  Your finished work will be sent away to be printed and the finished product will be returned to you in time for Science Display Night.  

Steps and Deadlines:

Wednesday March 19- Select a poster template (poster templates are all found on the wiki:  http://innovationcharter.pbwiki.com) and save it to your file on the network, called “ YOUR NAME’S Science Independent Project Poster”  (example:  mine would be called Sue Jensen’s Science Independent Project Poster)
Monday March 24- Rough draft Title, Introduction, Materials and Methods (on poster) due to teacher by saving it to your file on the network 
Thursday March 27- Final draft Title, Introduction, Materials and Methods (on poster) due to teacher by saving it to your file on the network
Monday March 31- Rough draft ENTIRE POSTER IS DUE (on file on network)
Thursday April 3- Final draft ENTIRE POSTER DUE (on file on network)
Thursday April 10-  6:00- 7:00 PM- Science Night- Come and present your work to the Murdoch community; parents, teachers, students and friends.
